“Burning Eyes”

   I recently went to my Optometrist for 
an eye exam. I told her that I was 
getting a burning sensation when duck 
diving a wave. She said that might be 
caused by a bacterium that forms on 
the eyelids and cause you to get the 
burning. One of the best ways to take 
care of that is gently scrub the lid 
margins using a q-tip or a washcloth 

with diluted baby shampoo then Rinse 
the eyes well with warm water. You can 
also use lid scrub pad per-made for lid 
cleansing.

It was about “Blepharitis a 
medical term which describes 
inflammation of the eye lids. It is usually a 
chronic condition that when treated gets 
better, if not it may spread to the glands 
causing styes or to the eye surface 
causing the white of the eye to be 
reddened (conductivities).
